PIETY &  PRISONERS) 
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ST. FRANCIS XAVIER CABRINI (PATRON OF I MMIGRANTS &  ORPHANS) 
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Prior to her death, Mother Cabrini founded an order and established 70 orphanages, schools and 
hospitals.  This humble woman, often physically worn down by illness, found herself, in her 
boldness, undertaking humanly impossible works.  The presence of the gifts of the Holy Spirit, 
and particularly the gift of counsel, was manifest in her life.  This gift perfects the virtue of 
prudence by allowing the individual to decide, quickly and surely, by a sort of supernatural 
intuition, what must be done, especially in difficult situations.  Many saints have enjoyed an 
almost constant practice of this gift.  Saint Joan of Arc, for example, would never have been able 



to plot battle plans that were later admired by the greatest of military experts nor would she as a 
mere peasant girl have been able to give wise counsel to well educated royalty without special 
inspiration from the Spirit of God.

ST. JOSEPH (PATRON SAINT OF THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH , FATHERS, WORKERS, A HAPPY 
DEATH , THE DYING , TRAVELERS , CHINA &  PERU) 
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BLESSED BROTHER ANDRE (TO WHOM IS ATTRIBUTED THE BUILDING OF THE ORATORY 
OF ST. JOSEPH I N MONTREAL , CANADA ) 
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When Blessed Brother Andre was 18, he moved to the United States where he worked for four 
years.  In addition, Brother Andre’s drive to have a shrine dedicated to St. Joseph brought him 
into many of the French-Canadian cities near Boston (like Lowell & Fitchburg).  While touring in 
the U.S. miracles abounded.  Upon learning of a child's malady, Blessed André took the baby into 
his arms, gently rubbing the afflicted infant's head with Saint Joseph’s oil.  The moving scene of 
the aged Brother caressing the sick baby was more than just a tender moment; the child was 
completely cured of brain cancer.  Another episode in his American travels saw the conversion of 
a young non-Catholic named Henry Paine.  Mr. Paine had pierced his hand with ice tongs and it 



was so infected that the doctors wanted to amputate.  The young man promised his Canadian 
visitor that that he would convert if he was healed.  At the touch of Frère André's hand, the pain 
left and almost immediately the infected hand was completely cured.  Mr. Paine kept his promise 
to convert; and soon after, he married a Catholic young lady.  Blessed Brother Andre died on 
January 6th in 1937, at the age of 92, and newspapers reported that more than a million people 
from Canada and the United States attended his funeral.  He was the driving force behind the 
building of the largest Basilica in the world dedicated to Saint Joseph in Montreal, Canada which 
is but a weekend trip from the United States.

ST. M ARTIN OF TOURS (CONSECRATED A BISHOP ON JULY 4TH , HE IS 
PATRON OF FRANCE, SOLDIERS &  WINE GROWERS)  
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BLESSED JUNIPERO SERRA (HE ESTABLISHED MANY MISSIONS THROUGHOUT 
CALIFORNIA &  M EXICO ) 
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While they lived some 1,400 years apart in time, their lives are strikingly similar in many ways.  
First of all, both men were leaders in their day.  St. Martin of Tours had a large band of monks 
following him and was later being appointed a Bishop.  Blessed Junipero Serra was appointed 
superior of a band of 15 Franciscans.  Both men established religious institutions in their day.   
St. Martin of Tours established monasteries at both Liguge (the first in Gaul) and Marmoutier 
whereas Blessed Junipero Serra established multiple Indian Missions throughout Mexico and 
California.  Both of these holy men travelled, preached the Gospel and taught the Catholic faith to 
convert pagans.  St. Martin of Tours travelled by foot, by donkey and by boat and by means of his 
piety and preaching contributed to a decline of paganism in Gaul.  Blessed Junipero Serra 
travelled by foot throughout Mexico and both Southern and Northern California to convert many, 
many Native American Indians to Catholicism.

ST. L OUIS - K ING OF FRANCE (PATRON OF K INGS, PARENTHOOD , BUILDERS &  ST. 
L OUIS, M ISSOURI)�
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ST. JOHN NEUMANN (THE FIRST REDEMPTORIST PRIEST IN AMERICA 
&  BISHOP OF PHILADELPHIA ) 
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Saint Louis IX was the king of France, whereas Saint John Neumann was head of the 
Redemptorist Order and also a Bishop.  Saint Louis was a passionate crusader whereas Saint John 
Neumann left Germany, his native land, in order to become a priest in the U.S. for many German, 
Italian & Irish immigrants.  During his reign, Saint Louis brought the Crown of Thorns and nails 
from the Crucifixion to the country of France where they still reside to this day.  Saint Louis, who 
was a great lover of justice, organized the curia regis or court of the king (continued on next pg) 
into a regular court of justice.  Saint John Neumann established a Catholic school system that lead 
to the establishment of the U.S. parochial school system.  The holiness of both Saints is also 
easily evident.  For instance, read the famous written instructions that Saint Louis gave to his son 
(reproduced immediately below).  In addition, it was known that Saint Louis spent long hours in 
prayer, fasting and penance whereas Saint John Neumann, knowing the full well the importance 
of prayer, was the first priest to establish a 40 hours Eucharistic Devotion in the United States.  In 
addition, Saint John Neumann founded a Religious Order for women (The Third Order of St. 
Francis) whose rule he drafted and for whom he obtained approval from Rome while he was there 
for the promulgation of the Dogma of the Immaculate Conception.  Saint Louis was famous for 
his charity and established many hospitals and houses for the infirm in France.  He was also 
known for having shared his royal table with the poor.  Saint John Neumann built many churches 
and log schools and taught himself Italian and Gaelic so as to be able to offer mass in the native 
tongue of his many and varied parishioners.  
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My dearest son, my first instruction is that you should love the Lord your God with all your heart 
and all your strength.  Without this there is no salvation.  Keep yourself, my son, from everything 
that you know displeases God, that is to say, from every mortal sin.  You should permit yourself 
to be tormented by every kind of martyrdom before you would allow yourself to commit a mortal 
sin. 
 
If the Lord has permitted you to have some trial, bear it willingly and with gratitude, considering 
that it has happened for your good and that perhaps you well deserved it.  If the Lord bestows 
upon you any kind of prosperity, thank him humbly and see that you become no worse for it, 
either through vain pride or anything else, because you ought not to oppose God or offend him in 
the matter of his gifts. 
 
Be devout and obedient to our mother the Church of Rome and the Supreme Pontiff as your 
spiritual father.  Work to remove all sin from your land, particularly blasphemies and heresies. 
 
In conclusion, dearest son, I give you every blessing that a loving father can give a son.  May the 
three Persons of the Holy Trinity and all the saints protect you from every evil.  And may the 
Lord give you the grace to do His will so that He may be served and honored through you, that in 
the next life we may together come to see Him, love Him and praise Him unceasingly.

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ST. ROSE PHILIPPINE DUCHESNE (PATRON OF SPRINGFIELD -CAPE 
GIRARDEAU , M ISSOURI DIOCESE)   
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While about 140 years apart in time, both were born and spent their childhood in France.  Both 
were born of well to do families.  Anne de Guigne’s Grandmother on her mother’s side was a 
direct descendant of the sixth son of King Saint Louis of France.  Anne de Guigne’s father was a 
Count, a learned man, a second-lieutenant in the military and a lecturer.  Saint Rose Philippine 
Duchesne was born to a family with wealth and political connections.  Her father was a lawyer, 
businessman and prominent civic leader in Grenoble, France.  Her mother was a member of a 
leading family from the Dauphine region of France.  Both received good religious instructions 
from both their families and also the nuns while living in France.   
 
Both were remarkable in their faith from a very early age.  At the age of only 5, Anne de Guigne 
had a burning desire to receive her first Holy Communion.  The local Bishop was entirely 
opposed to someone that young receiving First Holy Communion and only allowed it after 
interviewing her personally during which he experienced a change of heart as he came to 
understand the depth and sincerity of her faith.  Whereas Saint Rose Philippine Duchesne had a 
desire to evangelize in the Americas from the age of only eight.  Having lived through the French 
Revolution and religious persecutions, she later fulfilled her desire by travelling to America along 



with four other sisters of the Order of the Society of the Sacred Heart.  She ultimately settled in 
Missouri where she built convents, orphanages, parish schools, schools for the Indians, and a 
novitiate for her order of sisters. 
 
Two weeks after Anne de Guigne’s father died in a military battle, a solemn mass was offered for 
him when Anne de Guigne was then only 4 years old.  Anne attended the mass with her 
godmother, Aunt Jeanne.  After mass, her aunt continued her prayers for a while.  A little later, 
she said to Anne, her godchild, “Maybe this is a little long for you.  Would you like my Rosary?”  
Anne de Guigne replied very sincerely, “Oh no, Aunt Jeanne, I’m talking with little Jesus.”  And 
her aunt then saw that little Anne was gazing intently at the Tabernacle. 
 
Anne de Guigne, though very young, obviously had prayer in her heart.  Whereas St. Rose-
Philippine Duchesne was named “Quah-kah-ka-num-ad” by the Pottowatomi Indians which 
translates “Woman-who-prays-always”.

VENERABLE L OUIS &  ZELIE M ARTIN (PARENTS OF ST. THERESE OF L ISIEUX ) 
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ST. ELIZABETH ANN SETON (PATRON OF W IDOWS, L OSS OF PARENTS &  SHREVEPORT , 
L OUISIANA ) 
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Saint Elizabeth Seton, (1774 – 1821) a prominent New York aristocrat, had five children with her 
husband, William, a shipping merchant.  Before she turned 30, the Setons went bankrupt and her 
husband died.  Within five years of his death, Elizabeth converted to Catholicism, formed a New 
York City charity (Society for the Relief of Poor Widows with Small Children), established a 
Catholic school, and founded a religious community of women.  Zelie Martin’s most striking 
qualities were her strong faith and incredible capacity for work.  She longed for the cloister yet 
she lovingly fulfilled her role as both wife and mother.  These parallel roles as wife and mother 
yet having a strong desire to live as a nuns are remarkably similar.  Louis, before getting married, 
climbed the Swiss Alps seeking admission to the Augustinian Monastery of Mount St. Bernard 
where he was turned away because he did not know Latin.  Four of the Martin’s five daughters 
became nuns and one a “Doctor of the Church”.  On October 19, 2008 Louis & Zelie Martin will 
become the first two people in Church history to be jointly Beatified as a married couple.

SERVANT OF GOD PROFESSOR JEROME L EJEUNE (PRO-L IFE PEDIATRICIAN AND  
GENETICIST :  1926 - 1994) 
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SERVANT OF GOD ARCHBISHOP FULTON SHEEN (DIRECTOR SOCIETY OF THE 
PROPAGATION OF THE FAITH ) 
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Both of these incredible men lived during our life time and each was highly intelligent, very well 
educated and widely renowned.  Professor Lejeune discovered the cause of Down’s syndrome 
and was a prominent advocate of human care for people with the disease.  He was also a staunch 
abortion opponent who served as the Chairman of the anti-abortion movement called “Let Them 
Live” and headed the Pontifical Academy for Life established by Pope John Paul II.  Archbishop 
Fulton J. Sheen was a preacher, teacher, writer, evangelist of the air-waves, and above all else a 
priest.  His style of preaching was easy to digest and appealed to many denominations.  It brought 
many converts to the Catholic Church and opened the doors of communication to be used for 
good.  When he was ordained, he made a promise to make a Holy Hour daily before the Blessed 
Sacrament.  For sixty years of his priesthood, he kept that promise.

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Kateri, is the Iroquois Indian form of the name Catherine, her baptismal name, which 
means pure, and she also known as the "Lily of the Mohawks."  The lily is of course the 
emblem of purity.  She is known as "The Good Catherine", because so many have 
received favors by invoking her.  St. Genevieve, by encouraging people to fast and pray  
saved Paris of Old France from an invasion by Attila the Hun; Kateri was named 
Genevieve of New France (Canada) after she had saved the mission and the missionaries.  
Tekakwitha means "putting things in order", or "moving before her".  She put order 
among her people, and moves all by answers to prayer.

VENERABLE FATHER SOLANUS CASEY  
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PRAYER TO ST. K ATHERINE DREXEL (FOUNDER OF THE SISTERS OF THE BLESSED 
SACRAMENT ) 
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Saint Katherine Drexel established many ministries and schools for both Black and Native 
Americans, including Xavier University.  She donated the equivalent of $20,000,000 (in today’s 
money) of her family’s wealth to found various charities.  She also founded the Sisters of the 
Blessed Sacrament, a religious order in the U.S..  Venerable Solanus Casey was a priest and 
Doorkeeper at a Detroit Monastery where he met and ministered to literally thousands of people 
from all walks of life.  Blessed Jeanne Jugan founded the Little Sisters of the Poor in France 
which grew to over 2,400 sisters and spread across Europe during her lifetime.  Saint Vincent de 
Paul founded many charitable organizations such as Congregation of the Daughters of Charity, 
with Saint Louise de Marillac, and the Congregation of Priests of the Mission (Lazarists).  He was 
captured by pirates and sold as a slave for several years.  Both his heart & body are still incorrupt 
after more than 300 years.

Give us the strength to defend human life against every influence or action that threatens 
or weakens it, as well as the strength to make every life more human in all its aspects.   
 
Give us the grace...When the sacredness of life before birth is attacked, to stand up and proclaim  
that no one ever has the authority to destroy unborn life. 
 
Give us the grace...When a child is described as a burden or is looked upon only as a means to 
satisfy an emotional need, to stand up and insist that every child is a unique and unrepeatable gift 
of God, a gift of God with a right to a loving and united family. 
 
Give us the grace...When the institution of marriage is abandoned to human selfishness or 
reduced to a temporary conditional arrangement that can easily be terminated, to stand up and 
affirm the indissolubility of the marriage bond. 
 
Give us the grace...When the value of the family is threatened, to stand up and reaffirm that the 
family is necessary not only for the private good of every person, but also for the common good 
of every society, state and nation. 
 
Almighty Father, give us courage to proclaim the supreme dignity of all human life and to 
demand that society itself give its protection.  We ask this in Your name, through the redemptive 
act of your Son and in the Holy Spirit.
